Cwer the past year, the Trust provided a variety of technical services totaling
346 841 to address [daho's need for professional architectural,
conservation, and archaeological assistance in rural preservation. An
example of Archaeological technical assistance from this year:

January 29. 1863, the US Armv's California Velunteers. under the command
of Colone| Patrick E. Connor led an attack against the Northwestern
Shoshone Indians resulting in the largest massacre of Native Americans in
the history of our country. Chief Sagwilch, surviving the battle, later led the
survivors to become baptized Mormons and farmers and were never placed
on a reservation. The Northhwest Band of the Shoshone Nation has acquired
portions of the battle site to develop a cultural interpretive center. The Trust
provided funding to the Idaho State Historical Society in collaboration with
the Shoshone Mation to assist with archaeclogical and geomorphological
investigations.
